the duration of your assignment with the Games.

e Attend daily Mission meetings.

e Attend competitions of assigned sports and others

e Perform mission desk duties as required.

e Support Team PEIl’s e-news, social media program, photos, stories from the
competitions and other communication requirements.

e Assist with planning and implementation of Team PEI functions at the Games.



e Assist Coaches/Managers with any administrative details and communicate to
them all matters relating to policies and procedures at the Games.

e Problem solves situations and issues to ensure athletes/team officials can fully
concentrate on their competition.

e Abide by Team PEI Code of Conduct and enforce code with respect and
professionalism.

e Assist with Team PEI members evaluation before returning to PEI.

e Complete other duties as assigned.

Responsibilities: Post Games

e Complete mission staff evaluation.
e Follow up on outstanding matters with sports resulting from the Games.
e Attend Post Games meeting.

What we are looking for in potential candidates:

e Enthusiastic, energetic, positive, and willing to work in a Team environment.

e Volunteer with a Provincial Sport/Recreation Association or related organization, or
varied experiences as a volunteer, particularly in sport related organizations.

e Stronginterpersonal, communication, problem solving and multi-tasking skills.

e Willingness and ability to commit the time to the Pre-Games and during Games.

e Willingness to provide awesome service to our teams as well as take on lead
responsibilities for various assignments.
